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Iran’s Design and Efforts for Establishing the Persian Gulf

Abstract: As the area that has focused the most complicated and concentrated contradictions and
conflicts in the world, it will take years for the Middle East region to solve so many problems and
establish an overall security system. However, since the Persian Gulf region in Middle East is the
main energy producing area in the world, it is necessary to establish a sub-regional security order in
this region as soon as possible, because its security situation is directly related with the stability of
the economy and politics of the whole world., After the Irag War, the security situation in Persian
Gulf has changed greatly. As a nation that used to have tension relations with the neighboring nations
for many years, Iran has now become the most powerful nation in Persian Gulf. In resisting the
interference from the Western nations and maintaining the stability in the Persian Gulf, Iran has made
clear the design to cooperate with the other nations in this region to establish the regional security
order. For this purpose, Iran has improved its relation with Iraq actively, developed dialogues with
the GCC nations, and pledged its neighbor states that its nuclear program is only for the peace
purpose such as adjusting its energy structure. To a certain extent, the efforts that Iran has made in
the past years have created a good condition for establishing a sub-regional security order in the
Persian Gulf in the future.
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
