» China expects Schumer’s visit to fortify guardrails of ties: experts

Ximeets US senators, stressing
stable bilateral ties, cooperation

Chinese President Xi Jinping
met with a US congressional
delegation led by Senate Major-
ity Leader Chuck Schumer in
Beijing on Monday, emphasiz-
ing the importance of a stable
China-US relationship and co-
operation, while rejecting the
confrontational mentality and
the “Thucydides trap” claim.
Chinese experts said the
fact that President Xi person-

ally received Schumer and his
delegation reflects the great
importance China attaches to
bilateral relations, and reflects
China’s expectation that the US
political community, through
the lawmakers’ visit, can gain a
deeper, more objective, and ra-
tional understanding of China
and Beijing’s external policy.
Schumer’s visit is viewed as

the continuation of momentum
following a slew of high-level
interactions since US Secretary
of State Antony Blinken visited
China in June, which analysts
believed will strengthen the
guardrails to prevent bilateral
ties from spiraling out of con-
trol, and create an atmosphere
for a possible meeting of heads
of state during the APEC lead-
ers’ meeting in November.
More importantly, the Chi-
nese side hoped that the US

side will translate the positive
rhetoric during the visit into
concrete actions in its China
policy, according to experts.

During  meeting  with
Schumer, President Xi under-
lined that the China-US rela-
tionship is the most important
bilateral relationship in the
world. How China and the US
get along will determine the fu-
ture of humanity.

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US’ one-sided
military support
for Israel fuels

US’ one-sided decision to send
weapons and warships to Is-
rael after Hamas attack will
“further fuel the tension, cause
more humanitarian crisis,” said
Chinese observers, moreover,
Washington’s ~ wrong-footed
response to the surprise attack
also mirrored its failed Middle
East policies, a result of flip-
flopping and indecisiveness,
commented the observers.
Repeating its tactic of fan-
ning up the flames as it’s doing
in the Russia-Ukraine crisis,
the US is also pressuring oth-
er countries, China included,
to condemn Hamas. The US
wants to morally abduct Chi-
na, observers said, adding that
the visit of US Senate Major-
ity Leader Chuck Schumer can
serve as a window for Wash-
ington to learn and understand
China’s stance on conflicts of
the Middle East region.
US Defense Secretary Lloyd
J. Austin III said on Sunday he
had ordered the aircraft carrier
Gerald R. Ford and five guided-
missile cruisers and destroyers,
which are already in the Medi-
terranean Sea, to the eastern
part of the sea, near Israel, as
fighting between Israeli forces
and Hamas militants raged
into a third day after Hamas’
surprise attack on Israel.
Hamas on Sunday said by
sending a Navy carrier, the US
is taking part in “aggression
against Palestinian people”
When asked to comment on
US sending military equipment
to Israel, Mao Ning, spokes-
person of Chinese Ministry of

confrontation is not consistent with
the trend of the times. Still less can
it fix one’s own problems and address
the challenges facing the world. Chi-
na maintains that the common inter-
ests of the two countries far outweigh
their differences, and the respective
success of China and the US is an op-
portunity, rather than a challenge, to
each other.

The “Thucydides Trap” is not
inevitable, and Planet Earth is vast
enough to accommodate the respec-
tive development and common pros-
perity of China and the US, Xi said.

As two major countries, China and
the US should demonstrate the bro-
admindedness, vision and readiness
to rise to the occasion expected by
the international community, and act
with a sense of responsibility to his-
tory, to the people and to the world,
Xi noted.

China gave a high-profile recep-
tion to Schumer, a politician consid-
ered to be a hawk on China, which
shows the great importance Beijing
attaches to China-US relations in
order to deal with bilateral ties in a
positive, pragmatic and rational man-
ner, Diao Daming, a professor at the
Renmin University of China, told the
Global Times on Monday.

Li Haidong, a professor at the Chi-
na Foreign Affairs University, told
the Global Times that Xi has elabo-
rated on China’s principled position
on China-US relations in the spirit of
being responsible to the people of the
two countries and to history.

“This helps Schumer and his del-
egation to understand China more
deeply, and to better understand the

nature of China’s internal and exter-
nal policies,” Li said.

Senator Schumer and other mem-
bers of the delegation expressed their
appreciation to the Chinese side for
its hospitality. They said that a stable
US-China relationship is of vital im-
portance not only to the two coun-
tries, but also to world peace and de-
velopment. China’s development and
prosperity is good for the American
people, they added.

US senators said that the US side
does not seek a conflict with China,
nor does it seek to decouple from
China. The US is willing to enhance
dialogue and communication with
China in an open and candid manner
based on mutual respect, responsibly
manage the bilateral relationship,
and stabilize and strengthen US-Chi-
na relations.

The senators’ words show that they
are satisfied with this trip to China, Li
said, “But China hopes that the US
can be consistent with its words and
deeds, and turn the positive rhetoric
during the visit to China into con-
crete action in the same direction.”

Continuation of momentum

Xi also explained to Schumer the
legitimacy, rationality and intrinsic
vitality of China’s development path
and its broad prospects for future de-
velopment.

It is hoped that the two legisla-
tures will have more interactions,
dialogues and exchanges to increase
mutual understanding and make a
positive contribution to the stabiliza-
tion and improvement of the China-
US relationship, Xi remarked.

Over the past period, no matter
how frequent the exchange of visits

between senior officials of the US
and Chinese administrations has
been, the US Congress has always
had China hawks undermining bilat-
eral relations, Diao said.

China hopes that this visit, espe-
cially the direct interaction between
lawmakers and Beijing, will broaden
the channels of communication, and
give the Congress a better and more
objective perception of China, thus
better stabilizing the US-China rela-
tionship, Diao noted.

Chinese Foreign Minister Wang Yi
on Monday also met with Schumer.
Wang expressed hopes of developing
healthy bilateral ties, which requires
rationally managing differences and
forming a more accurate understand-
ing of China for Washington, accord-
ing to media reports.

Schumer is the latest high-level
American politician to visit China,
as Washington seeks to ease tensions
and promote the head-of-state meet-
ing during November’s APEC lead-
ers’ meeting in San Francisco.

Meeting with the Chinese leader
and top diplomat maintains the mo-
mentum of high-level dialogue be-
tween China and the US after US
Secretary of State Antony Blinken’s
China trip. Regarding Schumer’s
experience, his meeting with Xi cer-
tainly creates a better environment
for a possible Xi-Biden meeting in
November, Diao said.

More exchanges between the US
and China at different levels and
sectors will be conducive to creating
more solid guardrails that better pre-
vent the US-China relationship from
spiraling out of control, ensuring that
they do not degenerate into a conflict,
Li noted.

Wrong-footed response of
Washington reflects its
‘failed Middle East policy’

“We call on all parties to cease fire and stop the
war as soon as possible to avoid further escalation
and deterioration of the situation,” she said.

Chinese observers said partiality is the US’
usual practice in dealing with international con-
flicts, which in the end only fuels tension. “Israel
already outweighs Palestine in terms of military
might; if the US wants peace, it should take ac-
tions to calm down the situation, instead of giv-
ing one-sided support to Israel,” Tian Wenlin, a
research fellow at the China Institutes of Con-
temporary International Relations, told the Glob-
al Times.

Observers of the Middle East said the tension
will keep simmering for the following weeks, as
the administration of Israeli Prime Minister Ben-
jamin Netanyahu, who leads a right-wing govern-
ment, will be jeopardized if he does not respond
harshly to the most serious attack against Israel
in a generation; also, Hamas is unlikely to back
down, because the attack is seen as its “last-ditch
effort” to disrupt the reconciliation of US-backed
Saudi Arabia-Israel normalization.

“At this juncture, mediation is needed more
than ever, and US’ fueling of the conflict will re-
sult in more humanitarian crisis. It may also re-
sult in a spillover of the conflict to a wider range,”
said Tian.

Liu Zhongmin, a professor at the Middle East
Studies Institute of Shanghai International Stud-
ies University, believes US’ sending warships is a
“symbolic showing of support to Israel” and also
aims at deterring Iran, as ground offensive is the
usual practice targeting Hamas, who can easily
mix with civilians.

“I am afraid sending warships is the only way
Washington can come up with at current stage,
because it is now flat-footed about how to re-
spond to Hamas’ attack and reassert its role in the
Middle East,” said Liu. The expert said the cur-
rent US’ quandary also mirrored its failed Middle
East policies.

The Hamas attack was widely recognized by
Chinese observers as a protest to the US’ selfish
agenda of pushing for normalization between
Israel and Arab nations, whilst ignoring Pales-
tinian people’s needs. “Washington lacks system-
atic policies in the Middle East. It intends to cut
engagement in the region, but also feared China
and Russia will fill up its vacuum; it also wants to
assert influence in the Middle East to maintain
its hegemony,” said Liu, opining that US’ current
wrong-footed status in the Middle East is a result
of such flip-flopping and indecisiveness.

As the conflicts evolve, the US is seeking to
force China to take a tougher stance on Hamas.
US Senate Majority Leader Chuck Schumer on
Monday called on China to support Israel after
deadly attacks by Hamas, Reuters reported.

Not only the US tends to take sides in all con-
flicts, it forces other countries to side with it. It
is doing that with the ongoing Russia-Ukraine
crisis, and it is doing the same with the current
Palestine-Israel conflict, said Sun Degang, direc-
tor of the Center for Middle Eastern Studies at
Fudan University. “It should already learn from
the Russia-Ukraine crisis that taking sides is nev-
er the way out of a conflict.”

The expert said Schumer’s remarks have high-
lighted the urgency for China and the US to dis-
cuss Middle East issues, and his visit can serve
as golden opportunity for Washington to learn
and understand China’s stance on conflicts of the
Middle East region.
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
