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“Homogenous Alliance” and the Structural Origins of
Saudi - Qatar Discord

Abstract; The mainstream alliance theory argues that similar cultural values,
political systems, ideologies and historical traditions between and among allies may
contribute to alliance cohesion and solidarity. Such a traditional hypothesis can hardly
explain the Saudi — Qatar discord in the new era, nor can it explain the US — Saudi
and Russian — Syrian solidarity despite their substantial divergence in the fields
aforementioned. This article puts forward a dichotomy of “homogenous alliance” and
“ heterogeneous alliance 7, and highlights that countries with supplementary
resources and objectives are more prone to forge a “community of common interest”
and a “ community of common security”, laying out a foundation for an
interdependent symbiosis of “heterogeneous alliance” . In contrast, countries with
similar resources and objectives are less likely to forge a “community of common
interest” or a “community of common security” , whose internal competition may lay
a foundation for “homogeneous alliance” . Based on this argument, this article
concludes that Saudi — Qatar discord originates from their homogeneous features: the
similar economic patterns and political objectives, the divergent threat perceptions
and various alliance options. Such structural contradictions can hardly be mitigated in
spite of their shared cultural legacies and political systems.
