Abstract The Middle East is the hub for implementing China’ s “Belt and Road” Initiative.
Economic development in the Middle East is over—reliance on oil exports which makes it possible for the
malformations of its economic structure and vulnerability when suffering external impacts. Against such
backdrops regional economy is in great need of diversified development. China could cooperate with the
Middle East countries in areas including international trade the downstream petrochemical industry infra—
structure  scientific and technological cooperation commodity pricing financial market and so on. Many
risks such as frequent geopolitical conflicts high credit risk uncertainty of sources of funds and high
diplomatic risk are standing in the way of cooperation between China and the Middle East. In such a
case China could mitigate the risk through multidevel financing methods such as strengthening risk warn—
ing improving postdoan management and highlighting the project characteristics.
